Helping with Core Subjects:


English: your continued support at home with helping your child to read is vital in enabling them to do their best. A minimum of 10 minutes per night of reading to you can yield huge benefits. Please comment in the Raving Readers record book and be sure to say if they have completed their reading book at home, so that they can change the book in school. Children must access Bug Club, at least once a week. If your child is unable to access the internet at home, please speak to the class teacher.


Maths: continuously learning and practising times tables is invaluable, therefore please encourage your child to continue to do so at home. Weekly homework revises and reinforces skills taught during lessons.

Planners: Please remember to sign your child’s Planner after every school week. 


Raving Readers is now to be recorded in your child’s planner. This must be signed daily to show that you have listened to your child read daily. Your child will receive a mark on the class chart to indicate their progress.  To acknowledge and celebrate those children who read at home, they will receive prizes for their efforts.





SETS


The structure of sets in Year 6 this year is as follows:


There are four sets for English and Maths (some sets are equal ability; they are not simply top to bottom).  We have used the results of the children’s assessments from Year 5 to group them. As always, the make- up of sets is flexible, so children may move between teaching groups during the year, according to their progress and attainment. This enables us to better cater for their individualised learning needs as they move towards SATs.
