	This half term your child will be learning to:

· Maintain their attention and concentrate during activities at their own level.
· To listen to and follow two part instructions.

How can you help your child at home?

· Play games with your child which involve them listening for a signal – such as “Simon Says.”
Give children clear instructions to help them manage more than one action –“Please put your cars away and then wash your hands for lunch”.
	This half term your child will be learning to:

· Use and care for their toys and tidy them away before moving on to the next activity.

· To have a go at new challenges, to persevere when problems arise and to learn from their mistakes.

How can you help your child at home?

· Encourage your child to use and care for their things, and then trust them to do so independently.

· Support your child to try new activities and to judge the risks for themselves. Talk to them about how practising makes you better at things and how you learn when things go wrong.

· Encourage your child to talk about what they are doing and what they are learning.
	This half term your child will be learning to:

· Copy some letters from their name.
· Name some body parts.
· Notice what happens to their body when they exercise.
· Follow instructions in P.E. lessons.
How can you help your child at home?

· Encourage your child to hold mark-making tools using “froggy legs with log underneath.” Write their name and ask them to write over it or copy it underneath.
· Talk with your child about how their body changes after exercise (such as their heart beating faster) and why they need to rest when they are tired.

	· Hold mark making tools using ‘froggy legs with log underneath’.
· Talk about pictures and words all around me.

· How can you help your child at home?

· Show your child how to ‘write’ their own name by writing their name and encouraging them to have a go!

· Help your child understand what a word is by pointing out words all around them such as words on a cereal packet or at the shops. 
· Encourage your child to talk about the pictures in adverts as well as those in books.
	
	This half term your child will be learning to:

· Understand that a group of things changes when something is added or taken away.

· Talk about and make arrangements with different shaped objects.

How can you help your child at home?

· Talk in home language about quantities and numbers, linking these with English equivalents.

· Encourage your child to talk about the shapes they see or have made, and to explain how they are arranged. Take photos of their constructions – we would love to include them in their learning journey books!

	Understanding of the world
	Expressive Arts and Design

	  This half term your child will be learning to:

· Operate simple equipment and complete a simple program on a computer.
· Name their senses and use them to explore the world around them.
How can you help your child at home?

· Encourage your child to develop and extend their skills by operating the remote control or technological toys.
· Give your child opportunities to talk about what they can see, hear, smell, etc.
· Encourage them to speculate on the reasons why things happen or how things work.                       
	This half term your child will be learning to:

· Understand that they can use lines to enclose a space and then begin to use these shapes to represent objects.

How can you help your child at home?

· Support your child in planning their creative projects - thinking about what they want to make, what they will need to do and the materials and resources they might need. Encourage them to plan (perhaps making a drawing) before they start and persevere if problems arise.   Please take a photo for their learning journey book!                                                                                   

	Things to remember this half term

· The children will have the opportunity to play outside each day as energetic play is important to children’s development. A warm, waterproof coat and sensible footwear are essential. You can help your child become more independent by providing them with warm mittens that are attached to string or tape that goes through each sleeve.
· Please make sure your child has a pair of pumps with their name inside every Wednesday. Names are also needed inside shoes and jumpers so we can help them find their possessions afterwards! Please ensure the pumps are in pump bags, along with spare clothes.
