	Maths
In Maths: 
· We will be identifying angles at a point and one whole turn (total 360◦)
· We will identify angles at a point on a straight line and ½ turn (total 180◦).
· We will identify other multiples of 90◦. angles within triangles and other shapes;

· We will be able to use the properties of rectangles to deduce related facts and find missing lengths and angles.

· We will be able to distinguish between regular and irregular polygons based on reasoning about equal sides and angles.
It is important for children to be making a concerted effort to learn their multiplication tables to support them in their Maths lessons. 

Children are given Maths homework every week.  Homework is given every Thursday and due in on Monday. 
	English
In English the children will be writing a diary recount about their Ingleborough visit. The children will also be reading ‘Touching the Void’ during their Guided Reading and ERIC sessions. This text is linked to our Geography work on rivers. We will also be looking at developing our imaginative description and creating paragraphs that are linked well together. 

	
	Science

Our Science topic is ‘Forces.’ Children will build upon their knowledge from previous years. We will work on developing more scientific skills within the children as they work through the topic. They will develop their understanding of fair testing, finding an average from a set of data and creating graphs to represent their findings.

	Geography 
In Geography this half term children will be learning about ‘Rivers’ and they will be linking this into the local area. We will learn about the water cycle with a focus on the environment and analyse where rivers start from. Children will learn about river environments around the world and what makes them special.
	Computing
Children will be working on the topic of modelling and information literacy. We will incorporate other Computing based skills with Power Point and Microsoft Word within these lessons too.
