	Maths

Next half term, the children will be consolidating their four operations and then moving on to some fraction work. They will be applying their learning to word problems using the RUCSAC method as well as developing their abilities to calculate mentally. Please help your child to practise their times tables at home. Use the welcome packs provided at the beginning of the year to support them.
	English

Next half term, the children will continue with the Power of Reading. They will be continuing to read the book ‘Varjak Paw’ and will explore the book through a range of activities including freeze frames, role plays and character development. The children will be exposed to a variety of writing opportunities. The children will also be developing their reading skills in guided reading exploring a range of texts. 

	History  and Geography 
The topic next term is the Romans. The children will learn all about Roman life, being a Roman soldier, the influences of Roman life today and developing their archaeological skills. The children will also have the exciting opportunity to visit Murton Park in York where they will spend the day as a Roman soldier. Romans is also the topic for the children’s half term projects so we are looking forward to seeing some brilliant creations! 
	Computing
In Computing next half term the children will be developing their coding skills and will be looking at how online games are built. The children will have to build blocks, write coding script and debug their codes to make a working online game. The children will also be completing some work on Online safety. 
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	Science  

In Science, the children will be learning about sound. They will be able to carry out practical investigations during their science lessons as well as understanding key scientific vocabulary. All children in year 4 will have a ‘science of sound’ workshop where they will be able to learn new, exciting things.

Next half term, the PSHE topic is Economic money.
