	Prime Areas

	Personal, Social and Emotional Dispositions.

This half term your child will be learning:

· About healthy lifestyles eg. Healthy eating and exercise, dental programme.

· How to care for insects in the environment.

How can you help?

· Encourage your child to eat fresh fruit and vegetables and discuss why this is important.

· Discuss why it is important not to harm insects. Do your children know why they are important?
	Communication & Language
This half term your child will be learning:

· To take part in a meaningful conversation.

· How to use writing in their play.

· How to re-tell a story in the correct order.

· Write letters correctly.

How can you help?

· Encourage your child to make eye contact when speaking and to wait for their turn in the conversation.

· Show your child how to write a shopping list, write down an appointment or write a birthday card.

· Ask your child to tell you what happens in their favourite book.

· Help your child with the direction of how we form lower case letters using the pre cursive font.
	Physical
This half term your child will be learning:

· Play games that involve rules.

· To remain clean and safe and how this keeps us healthy.

· How to use tools properly and handle them safely. 

· Think of what they want to make and use tools to achieve it.

How can you help?

· Play a simple board game or a game of football with your child following the rules.
· Talk to your child about why we need to keep clean.
· Show your child how to use household tools safely eg. Food knives for preparing food.
· Keep any empty cartons or food boxes for your child to make things with. Ask them what they want to make and how they can do it. What tools do they think they will need and how will they use them?

	Significant Steps of Development- Specific Areas

	English
This half term your child will be learning:

· To predict how a story might end.
· To look at story settings, events and main characters.
How can you help?

· Ask your child how they think a story might end.
· Encourage your child to talk about their favourite character.
· Encourage your child to talk about their favourite story.

	Mathematics

This half term your child will be learning:

· To use ordinal numbers…1st, 2nd, 3rd etc…

· To use language related to addition and subtraction.

· How to take away using practical activities.

How can you help?

· Use the language of 1st, 2nd and 3rd eg. You will get a bath first and your brother will get a bath second.

· Use addition and subtraction language when shopping eg. We’ve got 2 tomatoes and we need 2 more. How many will we have altogether?

· Use objects around the home to play subtraction games. Eg ‘Ive got 6 cushions, I’ve now taken one away, Now how many?
	Understanding of the World.

This half term your child will be learning:

· About different kinds of creepy crawlies.

· How to grow plants from a seed.

· Where creepy crawlies live.

· About the days, months and seasons.

How can you help?

· Talk to your child about different kinds of insects. 

· Talk to your child about plants and flowers seen in the supermarket/park.

· Each morning find out what day and month it is. Can they say the days of the week and the months in order? 
	Expressive Arts & Design
This half term your child will be learning:

· Make collages, paintings and drawings of creepy crawlies and flowers etc…

· To tap out a rhythm. 

· Make insects using egg boxes.

How can you help?

· Encourage your child to make pictures of creepy crawlies.

· Clap along to a song. Encourage your child to clap along in time to the beat.

· Go on a trip to the park and look at flowers or have a creepy crawly hunt.
