	Maths
This half term the children will look at:
· Time: 12 and 24 hour clocks, digital/analogue times, comparing duration of events.

· Money including 2 step problems.

· Scaling and Correspondence

	English
This half term, in English, the children will be looking at letter writing. Key features of formal and informal letters will be discussed. Children will write their own letters to children in year 2. 
The children will also be creating dialogue and practicing the use of various grammar skills. 

	Geography
This term the children will be developing their geographic skills. 

This term the children will be learning about mountains and deserts around the world. 

Children will also be looking at mountains, rivers and the climates in these regions and how this affects habitats.

They will compare and contrast physical features of mountainous and desert regions.
	Physical Education 

Swimming:  All classes will be going swimming on a Wednesday morning.
PE days:     All classes will be doing PE on a Tuesday. 
The theme for this half term is Striking/Fielding games and swimming. Pupils will learn about the different types of games and the associated rules.

Children will be practising for the sports day, which they will all be taking part in.

	Science  

This half term in Science we will be learning about ‘Plants’. 

Children will find out about what factors affect how well plants grow. They will also be planning and carrying out their own investigations.

	Computing
The children will be learning to write commands using Coding.

These subjects are linked to our Science topic about Plants. We will be looking at still life pictures of Plants. Children will learn how to shade their drawings to create a three dimensional effect. This terms work will be based on the artist Van Gogh.
