	Maths

Next half term, the children will be finishing off their work on fractions and decimals and will then be moving on to shape and space work. They will be looking at the properties of different 2D and 3D shapes and will be reflecting and translating shapes across axis. They will also be identifying different types of angles. 
	English

Next half term, the children will continue with the Power of Reading. They will be continuing to read the book ‘Varjak Paw’ and will explore the book through a range of activities including freeze frames, role plays and character development. The children will be exposed to a variety of writing opportunities. The children will also be developing their reading skills in guided reading exploring a range of texts. 

	History  and Geography 
The topic next term is place knowledge. The children will be learning the difference between human and physical geography in their local environment and the wider world. They will complete a local area walk to survey the human and physical features and record this data during their computing lessons as part of their data handling topic. The children will also continue to develop their place knowledge of the UK. 
	Computing
In Computing next half term the children will be looking at how to use the internet safely and responsibly. They will consolidate their work on coding and they will also be doing some work on data handling. They will manipulate data using spreadsheets and will learn how to use their data to create graphs.
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	Science  

In Science, the children will be learning about Animals including Humans. They will look at how different types of animals and humans grow, digest their food and adapt to survive in different environments. The children will also continue to develop their ‘working scientifically’ skills. 
	PSHE

Next half term, the PSHE topic is Citizenship. The children will learn about what it means to be a good citizen and make good choices.  

	
	
	
	
	MFL

The children have been learning to speak Spanish in their MFL lessons and this will continue next half term.
