Teaching and Learning Information for Parents

	 Maths

Children will be developing their problem solving skills this half term. We will be looking at statistics and properties of shape. We will also be looking at reading and interpreting timetables. Long multiplication and long division methods will be taught to the children in order to support them with solving problems that require decimal number answers.

Each child in Year 5 gets regular homework each week, it would be helpful if you could read out the questions to your child and ask them to write down the answers.  This will help to prepare your child for their SAT’s in Year 6. Please encourage your child to learn their multiplication tables up to 12 x 12.
	English

This half term our theme in English is Ancient Greek Myths and Legends. We will be reading different Myths and Legends. 
Please continue to hear your child read at home and write a comment in the Reading Record so that they can receive the Raving Reader’s prizes.
Children are given English homework every week, please check that they complete this.

	
	Science  

This half term children will be investigating Changing States of different materials. We will be looking closely at solids, liquids and gases to explain the differences in their structure. Children will carry out many fun activities which include a Mentos and Coke experiment – investigating evaporation. They will try and use their scientific knowledge and understanding to explain what is happening.

	Geography and History
History and Geography for the entire summer term will focus on Modern day Greece and Ancient Greece. Children will develop their map work skills as well as their ability to interpret sources of evidence and talk about what the evidence tells us about life in the past. 
	ICT 

In ICT children will learn how to use sound and music as part of technology. They will create their own photo story with music. In addition, they will learn about the need for a strong password and input and output devices. 
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Our theme for Summer 1 is ‘Greece’

	MFL
In Arabic this half term the children will continue to learn key vocabulary. They will also learn to ask and answer questions. Key topics include: shapes and colours, clothing, classroom objects and sentences. Children will also use recording devices to record conversations.
	PSHE
In PSHE our topic is ‘relationships.’ Children will learn about how to build positive relationships with friends, family and so on. The children will take part in role plays and discussion activities to support with this.

	Physical Education 
Children will be developing their invasion games skills. This will include working on developing teamwork skills. Children will also be participating in Outdoor and Adventurous activities. The unit will have a Maths related link where the children will work in groups to solve problems. The children will also be learning how to play Netball and practising the various types of passes within this sport. 
	Music

In Music children will be exploring musical processes. They will also be looking at the Songs of Troy. They will try and sing these songs on the Greek Days that we will be holding. They will learn about songs such as ‘Heroes of Troy’, ‘The Foolish and the Brave’ and ‘The wooden horse.’
	Art and DT
In Art next half term the children will be creating work linked to their English topic. Children will also develop their skills of using oil pastel techniques.
