	Maths

Next half term, the children will be looking at statistics and measurement. The children will be gathering data and representing this data in a variety of different tables and charts. The children will then learn how to convert simple measurements including cm, m and mm. They will use this to help work out reasoning style problems.  
	English

Next half term, the children will continue with the Power of Reading. Linking to their topic theme of ‘How can we make the world a better place?’ the children will be reading a fiction book inspired by real life events. They will be looking at the harms of plastic in the environment and how we can recycle plastic for other uses. The children will write persuasive texts, an information text and will take part in drama and roleplay activities to support their ideas.  

	Topic

This half term we are going to be asking the question, ‘How can we make the world a better place?’ This theme will be explored through topic lessons, blending together our previous lessons of Science, Geography and History. The children will look at the effect of plastic on the environment and animal habitats through reading material, investigations and documentaries. They will also research the impact of climate change and look at the fair trade alliance. As the children begin to learn more about this topic, we will use their interest and questions to inspire further learning. Over the Easter holidays we are asking the children to begin thinking about what happens to their rubbish. We would like the children to create something new using household items they would normally throw away.  
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	Computing
In Computing next half term the children will be looking at how to use the internet safely and responsibly. They will consolidate their work on coding and spreadsheets. The children will also develop their processing skills by typing up some of their writing.  
	PSHE

Next half term, the PSHE topic is relationships. The children will learn about building positive relationships.   

	
	
	
	MFL

The children have been learning to speak Spanish in their MFL lessons and this will continue next half term. They have been learning how to say greetings, seasons, numbers and how to have a conversation in Spanish. The children will learn the language in a variety of ways using videos, audio clips, games and songs to support them with their learning.
