Dear Parents: 

One of our school’s charity partners, Innovations for Learning, is offering two free resources available to support your children with reading while they are at home.   

TutorMate Go offers a free library of 250 stories that children may access and read (alone or with an adult) from a computer or tablet device. Stories are aimed at children from Reception to Year 2 and are organized according to book band colours.  To access the program, simply click on the link provided HERE, and follow these steps: 

1. Click ‘Let’s Play!’ 

2. Select your child’s book colour level 

3. Click Story Time and wait for stories to load. Click Start. 

4. Choose a story 

5. When you’ve finished click the home/house icon at top right to select another story or level. 

Please note that this is not suitable for use on a mobile phone. 

Tutor Story Time (TST) is a way for your child to hear stories read to them, with accompanying text and pictures, by a supportive adult while they are at home. If your child was previously part of the TutorMate programme it’s a great way of helping them stay connected to the volunteer who was reading to them every week at school before the closure.  

TST is available to all children whose parent opts-in by providing us with some basic information.  There are two ways TST will be available.   

· If your child was already participating in the TutorMate programme at school, we will be asking your child’s tutor to record stories for your child to listen to at home with a personal message.   

· If your child is NOT currently in the TutorMate programme, IFL will actively seek out volunteers willing to record a story for them.   

All volunteer readers have Enhanced DBS checks and all audio recordings will be first reviewed by an IFL staff member for both quality and content.
