Year 6 Staff  

	Maths

This half term, the children will be working on geometry. They will be looking at angles on a straight line, round a point and within shapes such as triangles. They will also be classifying different 2D shapes and 3D shapes into different groups. Finally they will be reflecting and translating shapes using their knowledge of shape and co-ordinates. They will also be working on their arithmetic skills every week on a Monday. 
	English

The children will start the year by writing a non-chronological report about Brazil (a cross-curricular link with their topic work in Geography). They will firstly learn how to take notes from research about different landmarks in Brazil. They will then be writing in a formal tone using adverbials to link paragraphs and structural devices such as bullet points, brackets and dashes. The children will also be recapping their word classes and applying this knowledge to SATS style questions.  

	Topic

This half term the children will learn all about Brazil. Their work will be mostly based on geography skills. They will look at a range of geographical sources including satellite maps, OS maps, google earth and photos to identify physical and human features in Brazil. They will learn about the importance of the Amazon river for life in Brazil and will be able to describe the journey of a river using geographical terminology. Finally, they will compare the city of Rio de Janeiro with Bradford, finding similarities and differences and explaining why these might be present.  
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	Computing
In Computing the children will be looking at how to use the internet safely and responsibly. They will also be using different programmes to handle data. This will include using spreadsheets and writing formula to complete a task.  
	PSHE

In Autumn 1 the PSHE topic is identity. The children will also be doing some activities linked to wellbeing and mindfulness.   

	
	
	
	MFL

This half term the children will be consolidating their knowledge of time and hobbies in Spanish and linking this to their new topic of, ¿Qué haces al fin de semana? What do you do at the weekend? They will learn to conjugate simple words and work on their comprehension skills. 

	Physical Education 

Our topics in PE in Autumn 1 are football and dance. In dance the children will be learning dance moves to create their own dance in groups to traditional samba carnival music from Brazil. 
	Music

In Autumn 1 the children will be exploring rhythm and pulse using bamboo tamboos. They will work as a team to repeat rhythms and create a whole class ensemble piece of music.  
	Art and DT

In Autumn 1 the children will be exploring media to create a ‘Brazilian rainforest’ piece of artwork. They will use blending techniques using watercolour to create their Amazon river, oil pastel layering to create their jungle and will then use alternative media to add detail to their work. They will explore the work of other artists and discuss the impact of their techniques on the audience.    
	RE 

In the Autumn term the children will be exploring the question: Why are certain people, places and times sacred? They will compare different religions and have a lot of opportunity for speaking and discussion.
