	Maths

Next half term, the children will be revisiting fractions, shapes, measure and statistics from Year 3.  They will look at topics such as adding and subtracting fractions, equivalent fractions, properties of 2D and 3D shapes as well as recognising different angles and turns. We will also continue our weekly mental arithmetic lessons.  
	English

Next half term, your children will have the fantastic opportunity to use a high quality text called ‘Mouse, Bird, Snake, Wolf’ which will inspire a variety of writing opportunities and a chance to develop many reading skills. Children will discuss the text in depth and have an opportunity to act out parts of the story and reinvent it in their own way. 

	History 
Next half term the children will go into depth on the life of a Pharaoh. They will be looking at social structures, jobs, how a pharaoh’s life is different and comparing Tutankhamun to the modern day monarch. We will also look at religious beliefs of the Ancient Egyptians and the afterlife. 
	ICT 

In ICT the children will be learning how to use the internet safely. They will also develop their coding skills and learn about how to present data in different way using technology.  
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	Science  

In Science we will be learning about states of matter. The children will find out about the differences between solids, liquids and gasses. We will be doing lots of investigative work, researching and finding out results.
	PSHE
