	Maths

Next half term, the children will be moving onto the Year 4 curriculum. They will learn how to use short multiplication and division as well as how to solve missing number problems. We will recap place value and look at decimal places by multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 1000. Additionally, the children will compare and order decimal numbers. We will further develop mental strategies and recap previous learning. 
	English

Next half term, your children will have the fantastic opportunity to use a high quality text which will inspire a variety of writing opportunities and a chance to develop many reading skills. Children will discuss the text in depth and have an opportunity to act out parts of the story and reinvent it in their own way. The text we will use is ‘Varjak Paw’.  The children will also be developing their reading skills in guided reading exploring a range of texts and developing more detailed extended answers.

	History  and Geography 
The topic next term is the Romans. The children will learn all about Roman life, being a Roman soldier, the influences of Roman life today and developing their archaeological skills. Romans is also the topic for the children’s half term projects so we are looking forward to seeing some brilliant creations! 
	Computing
In Computing next half term the children will be developing their coding skills and will be looking at how online games are built. The children will have to build blocks, write coding script and debug their codes to make a working online game. The children will also be completing some work on Online safety. 
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	Physical Education 

Our topics in PE next half dance (expression and imagination) and Hockey. PE lessons will continue to be on a Tuesday and Wednesday.
