Year 4 Staff  

	Maths

Next half term, the children will be looking at time and money. The children will learn how to recognise different coins and represent different amounts. They will work on adding and subtracting amounts to find change through 2 step problems. The children will also learn how to read an analogue and digital clock working on a 12 and 24 hour clock. They will work on elapsed time problems. 
	English

Next half term, the children will continue with the Power of Reading. They will use ‘Varjak Paw’ to create letters and a newspaper report and learn the key skills associated with the text.  They will explore the book through a range of activities including freeze frames, role plays and character development. The children will be exposed to a variety of writing opportunities. The children will also be developing their reading skills in guided reading exploring a range of texts and developing more detailed extended answers using evidence from the text.

	Topic

Next half term the children will learn about the Romans.  The children will learn all about Roman life, being a Roman soldier, the influences of Roman life today and developing their archaeological skills. They will explore how the Romans lost control of Britain to Boudicca and what changes the Romans made to Britain. The children will learn about how this impacted Britain and focus on trade links. 

Physical Education 

Our topics in PE next half are athletics and team games. PE lessons will continue to be on a Tuesday and Wednesday. Ensure your child wears their PE kit to school on these days.   
Music

Next half term, the children will continue to have their glockenspiel lessons and develop their skills. They will also be learning more about rhythm and reading notes.
RE 

Our topic in RE next half term is ‘How do believers use symbolism to show their beliefs?’ The children will explore many different religions related to this topic. 
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	Computing
In Computing next half term the children will be looking at how to use the internet safely and responsibly. They will consolidate their work on coding and spreadsheets. The children will also develop their processing skills by typing up some of their writing.  
	PSHE

Our PSHE topic will be Economics. The children will learn about what role money plays in their life and others and how to manage money. 

They will learn about where money comes from. They will also learn about enterprise and the skills required to make someone ‘enterprising’.

	
	
	
	MFL
The children have been learning to speak Spanish in their MFL lessons and this will continue next half term. Their topic will be ‘The Classroom’. The children will learn how to say different classroom equipment. 

They will also learn about the Spanish carnival and how it is celebrated. 

The children will learn the language in a variety of ways using videos, audio clips, games and songs to support them with their learning.
