	Prime Areas

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
This half term your child will be learning to: 
· To understand about road safety
· To talk about different ways they can help around the home/class/environment
· To think about ways to help animals
How can you help your child at home? 
· Show your child how to use zebra and pelican crossings using the stop, look and listen formula
· Give your child a responsibility at home, like bringing their plate to the kitchen to be washed
· Discuss charities such as the RSPCA

	Communication & Language
This half term your child will be learning to:

· Role play going on a train, plane or bus using play props such as brochures, money, tickets or passports to support their play

· Play with small world sets such as wooden train track, cars or boats in the water area
How can you help your child at home?

• Set up a pretend train, plane or bus at home. Talk about what you might see out of the window of each mode of transport
• If your child has any toy vehicles at home, talk to them about the features of each vehicle such as the number of wheels or a sail on a boat
	Physical Development
This half term your child will be learning to:

· Move in a range of different ways through taking part in weekly P.E. Sessions (Wednesdays)

· Use one handed tools and equipment such as a paintbrush and a pair of scissors
How can you help your child at home?
· Encourage your child to move in a range of different ways such as running, hopping, skipping and crawling
· Draw a straight line on a piece of paper and encourage your child to accurately cut along the line using a pair of scissors
· Encourage your child to draw or paint a range of different vehicles

	Significant Steps of Development- Specific Areas

	Literacy
This half term your child will be learning to:

· Hear the initial sounds in words for example know that the word ‘man’ starts with m

· Talk about stories they have heard, using new vocabulary they have learnt where possible
· Recognise their name

· Write some (or all) letters from their name independently.
How can you help your child at home?

· Play ‘I spy’ when going on a journey ‘I spy with my little eye something beginning with p – police car’

· Talk about traveling and different forms of transport
· Point out your child’s name when you see it written down
· Encourage your child to write some letters from their name
	Mathematics
This half term your child will be learning to:
· Understand position through words alone -for example, “The car is under the table”

· Describe a familiar route

· Make comparisons between objects relating to size, length, weight and capacity
· Write numbers to 10

How can you help your child at home?

· Put a toy on top of your kitchen table and say to your child “The toy is on top of the table” Then put the toy on the floor under the table and say to your child “The toy is under the table”
· Encourage your child to explain how to get from one destination to another, for example from your house to the nearest shop

· Sort toys by size, length and weight
· Use scales to determine heaviest vehicle
· Play counting games

· Sing counting rhymes

· Look at numbers around the local environment and the house
	Understanding of the World

This half term your child will be learning to:

· Explore different types of transport. 

· Describe why some items float and why some items sink.
· Talk about different forces they can feel such as push and pull. 
 How can you help your child at home?
· Talk about the transport they see when they are outside and name them. 

· Put a range of different waterproof toys in the bath do they float or sink?

· Race different vehicles down a slope outside. Make estimations as to which vehicle will go the furthest. 

· If you have any at home, explore pull back toys.
	Expressive Arts & Design

This half term your child will be learning to:

· Join different materials and explore different textures.

· Make simple models which express their ideas.
How can you help your child at home?

· Give your child time to make collages which involve using glue and scissors
· Show your child how to make paper planes and paper boats and talk about how they fly and float
