	Maths

Next half term, the children will be looking at time and shape. The children will learn how to read an analogue and digital clock working on a 12 and 24 hour clock. They will work on elapsed time problems. They will also start to look at shapes, identifying properties, lines and angles. 
Please ensure the children are learning all their times tables up to 12 as they will be taking part in the assessment in June. 
	English

Next half term, the children will be writing a non-chronological report. They will use our science topic of ‘Living Things and their Habitats’ to learn the key skills associated with the text.  The children will also be developing their reading skills in guided reading exploring a range of texts and developing more detailed extended answers using evidence from the text. The focus for this half term will be vocabulary. 


	Topic

Next half term the children will continue their learning on Italy focussing on Art. We will then move onto our science topic ‘Living Things and their Habitats’. Children will be exposed to a range of scientific skills and classification. 
Physical Education 

Our topics in PE next half is gymnastics. The children will learn how to preform a sequence changing speed and direction. PE lessons will continue to be on a Tuesday, ensure your child wears their PE kit to school on these days. 
Music
