Curriculum


Next half-term in our curriculum lessons we will be focusing on Plants. We will explore these through Science and Art drawing upon previous learning. In Science, we will look at the different functions of a flowering plant and in Art, we will explore the work of Cezanne and Georgia O’Keefe to create art work inspired by nature.








English


In English children will be writing a newspaper report based on ‘Oliver and the Seawigs’. We will be questioning the children using a range of questions and asking the children to explain their answer. We will continue to focus on sentence structure and writing grammatically correct sentences. We will also be asking the children to use inverted commas to punctuate speech and show when someone is talking. 


We will be focusing on using our inference skills during Guided Reading lessons and exploring vocabulary. 








Spanish


Next half term we will be learning all about Little Red Riding Hood in our Spanish lessons and beginning to use the new vocabulary in sentences. We will continue to reinforce previous learning in Spanish. 








Computing 


In Computing this half-term, we will be looking at desktop publishing. During this unit, learners will become familiar with the terms ‘text’ and ‘images’ and understand that they can be used to communicate messages. They will use desktop publishing software and consider careful choices of font size, colour and type to edit and improve premade documents. Learners will be introduced to the terms ‘templates’, ‘orientation’, and ‘placeholders’ and begin to understand how these can support them in making their own template for a magazine front cover.





PE


Please ensure your child has the correct PE kit every week. They will need a white t-shirt, shorts or jogging bottoms and trainers. This half term in PE we will be focusing on gymnastics. They will begin performing a sequence of movements focussing on direction and speed.





Remember!


Homework, including spellings, are handed out on Wednesday and need to be returned every Monday. The spelling test takes place on a Monday afternoon. 


Children receive raving reader points every time you sign to say you have read with your child at home. They should be reading their fluency book every day but will also bring home a ‘Reading for Enjoyment’ book which they can change themselves every day if they wish. They also have access to ‘Bug Club’, where the books are pitched at the correct level of challenge for your child. Additionally, we encourage you to read a variety of materials you may have at home with your child; comics; books; newspapers etc. 











PSHE


Next half term, we will be looking at Identity, Society and Equality. The children will learn about the similarities and differences between groups of people and what is meant by a community and belonging to groups. They will learn the biological difference between mammals. 








Maths


In Maths we will be focusing on money and time. This will be done practically to begin with to reinforce the concepts, before moving on to more abstract methods. We will continue to secure our knowledge of all the times tables. We will also expose children to a range of problem solving and reasoning questions within each topic. 








RE


In Religious Education this half-term we will be observing and responding thoughtfully on how religious books influence the way they live, through the story of Moses and Abraham.
