English


In English children will be starting a new reading book, ‘Lost and Found’. Within this book we will be creating a missing poster and writing a retell of the story. We will be concentrating on using capital letters, full stops and adjectives within our sentences. In guided reading, we will be improving the children’s inference skills by answering questions, using the book to help us. Spellings will continue to be sent out weekly on a Monday and we encourage you to practise these with your child. The children will have a spelling test on Monday which will test them on the spellings from the week before.








Maths


This half term, the children will concentrate on using and applying their place value knowledge. We will look at the value of both 1 digit and 2-digit numbers. We will be partitioning numbers into tens and ones and representing numbers using base 10. We will also be writing numbers as numerals and words and ordering numbers to 100.








Remember!


Homework, is handed out on a Friday and is to be returned by Wednesday every week. Spellings are tested on a Monday and new spellings will be given out for the following week each Monday.


Children receive raving reader points every time you sign to say you have read with your child at home. They should be reading their fluency book every day, but they will also bring home a ‘Reading for Enjoyment’ book which they can change themselves every week if they wish. They also have access to ‘Bug Club’ online, where the children have access to a range of ebooks that they can read. The children can also access numbots and timetable rockstars at home.








RE


In Religious Education this half-term, we will be learning about different religious stories concentrating on the question ‘How can we make good choices?’.








PE


This half term in PE we will be focusing on gymnastics.  Please ensure your child has the correct PE kit every week. PE will be on a Tuesday and a Thursday. They will need a white t-shirt, shorts or jogging bottoms and black pumps. Horton Grange hoodies are only to be worn on PE days.





Computing 


In Computing this half-term, we will be looking at online safety and how we can keep ourselves safe online. We will also look at how to use the technology we have around us, such as laptops and Ipads.





Music


This half term, we will be learning, practising and memorising a song and performing it to the rest of the class.





Curriculum


Our History topic this half term is ‘Movers and Shakers’. The children will learn about a range of significant people, including Florence Nightingale, Chrsitopher Columbus, Rosa Parks, Neil Armstrong and Emmeline Pankhurst and how they had an impact on the world we live in today. We will also be making comparisons about life in the past and life today. In Science, we will be discussing human survival, which will draw upon what humans need to survive and live a healthy life. In Art, we will be improving our drawing skills by creating our own ‘still life’ pictures.





PSHE


This half term, we will be looking at ‘Physical, Health and Wellbeing’. The children will be learning about the importance of keeping ourselves healthy and how we can adapt a healthy lifestyle.
