· To be able to confidently talk about how machines work using recently introduced vocabulary. 
· Participate in group discussions, offering their own ideas and experiences related to the use of machines. 
How can you help?

· Engage in conversations with your child about the different machines that are used in everyday life e.g hoover, microwave, toaster etc. 


	Physical Development
Coordination and balance
· To demonstrate strength, balance and coordination when following a simple task or instruction. 

· To use a range of small tools, including scissors, paintbrushes and cutlery.
How can you help?

· Encourage your child to use a knife and fork when eating their dinner.

· Encourage your child to zip their coats up independently. 

· Encouraging your child to hold writing equipment using the correct tripod grip. 



	Specific Areas

	Literacy

Word Reading
· To recall phase 2 sounds. 
· To begin segmenting and blending CVC words.
Writing
· To be able to write some/ all their name.
· To begin writing initial sounds in CVC words.  

Comprehension
· To utilise recently introduced vocabulary in context. 

How can you help?

· Read with your child every night and sign their Raving Reader book. 

· Encourage your child to practise writing their name. 
· Encourage your child to listen for initial sounds in words and to segment and blend CVC words. 
	Mathematics

· To have a deep understanding of numbers to 10 by showing different ways to represent each number.
· To compare size, mass and capacity. 
How can you help?

· Giving your child opportunities to count objects in and around the house to numbers up to 20. 
· Practising number formation of numbers 0-10
· Encourage your child to compare objects based on size, mass and capacity. 

	Understanding of the World

· To know some similarities and differences of machines used in the past and present. 
· To talk about safety around the use of machinery. 

How can you help?

· Engage in conversations at home about the use of machinery. 
· To talk about the importance of adult supervision when using machines and appliances. 
	Expressive Arts & Design

· To create with a wide range of construction resources to make machines. 
· To explore the properties and uses of different materials e.g metal is strong etc. 

How can you help?
· Look at different objects at home and use scrap materials to make models of machines.
· To talk about different materials and their properties. 

· Encourage children to draw and mark make to spark creativity.


	Homework Books

· Your child will receive a purple homework book. Homework will be assigned every Friday and this should be handed in by the following Wednesday each week.  
· Please ensure that the homework is completed by your child, not siblings or adults at home. 

· It is important that homework is completed and that children look after their books.
	Raving Readers

· Your child will bring home a reading book and their raving reader book. You should spend at least 5 minutes a day listening to your child read. Your child will keep their book for 1 week so that they can develop their fluency in reading. 

· This half term please encourage your child to tell you the sounds they can see in each word. This is known as segmenting. 

· Also ask your child to tell you what they can see happening in the picture. 

· You will need to sign their raving reader book daily to let the teacher know that you have read with your child at home. 
	Supporting your child at home

· Bug Club – This is an online reading platform to help your child progress with their reading. You will find more information about this in their homework book along with a school code (ypyy), username and password. 
· NumBots – This is an online platform to encourage children to practise their number recognition and number bonds.
· Encourage your child to write their name daily.
