English


In English children will be starting a unit of work based on non-fiction texts. Within this unit we will be writing a setting description with a focus on using both formal and informal language. We will also be writing a non-chronological report where the children will be choosing an animal and create a piece of writing about that animal, including facts. We will be continuing to focus on using capital letters, full stops and also the correct use of conjunctions and noun phrases. In guided reading, we will continue to improve the children’s inference skills by answering questions, and by sequencing key events of stories. Spellings will continue to be sent out weekly on a Monday linked to the children’s Phonics learning that week and we encourage you to practise these with your child at home. 








Maths


This half term, the children will concentrate on using and applying their mathematical knowledge to help them to multiply and divide. This will include missing number problems and using the inverse operations. The children will then complete some work on money and applying their skills in real life contexts- i.e going to the shop and spending money. 





RE


In Religious Education this half-term, we will be learning about and answering the question ‘How is new life welcomed’.








PE


This half term in PE we will be focusing on games in P.E and will be applying the skills we learn to a game of cricket. Please ensure your child has the correct PE kit every week. PE will be on a Tuesday and a Thursday. They will need a white t-shirt, shorts or jogging bottoms and black pumps. Horton Grange hoodies are only to be worn on PE days.





Curriculum


Our Curriculum topic this half term is ‘Magnificent Monarchs’. The main focus of this will be History and the children will learn about the different Monarchs, England has had.


In Science, we will be looking at Animal Survival, including humans and what they both need to survive and thrive. In Art, we will be studying various portraits and how the poses change throughout history.





Computing 


In Computing this half-term, we will continue look at online safety and how we can keep ourselves safe online. We will also look at how algorithms are used within the world and how we can use them in the classroom. 





PSHE


This half term, we will be learning about relationships and health. This will include looking at the life cycle of animals and how we have different needs as we grow through life.





Music


This half term, we will be listening to and describing different pieces of music. We will also be identifying the different instruments used in different musical pieces. 





Remember!
